“The water that | will give will become a spring of
water in those who drink it.” The woman is ready to
get this kind of water. From living water the con-
versation moves to worship God in “spirit and
truth” and it becomes intricate. The woman first
identifies Jesus as a prophet and then as the
Messiah. Jesus deals openly and compas-
sionately with Samaritans, persons regarded
by Judeans and Galileans as at best margin-
ally Jewish. The Samaritan woman with a du-
bious past becomes the first “missionary” to
tell others about Jesus. Jesus remains two
*. days in Samaria and is proclaimed by the Sa-
maritans, “The Savior of the world”.

“Your word is spirit and life”

“Living water” is water that flows from a
spring so is fresh and pure, opposite to
stagnant water. On the spiritual level the
word of God is compared to living water
that quenches our thirst for God. We
sing, “Your words are spirit and life, o
Lord".
