campus of the Congregation of the Mother Co-Redemptrix
in Carthage, Missouri. It is the Vietnamese Exodus from
Communism in Vietnam and their arrival in the Unites
States. Vietnamese Americans from many parts of the
United States, as well as non-Vietnamese locals and some
visitors from Vietnam, attend the event.The celebration is
held on the first week of August in honor of the Virgin
Mary and is highlighted by a large, outdoor Mass each
day. The solemn closing mass on Saturday night is pre-
sided by a bishp and many priests and religious. At the
end of the Procession two long firecrackers are lit, fol-
lowed by a large release of hundreds blue and white bal-
loons. During the celebration pilgrims turn the surround-
ing area into a large campground, as many nearby resi-
dents allow pilgrims to erect tents on their lawns. Al-
though the celebrations are centered around liturgy, they
also feature a number of other events. Dioceses with large
Vietnamese populations set up large tents to sell tradi-
tional Vietnamese food. Other organizations also provide
food to pilgrims in tents. Each night, singers entertain the
large crowds with both folk and popular Vietnamese mu-
sic. The Marian Days this year are on August 6, 7and 8.
The participants are between 60.000 to 70.000. Everyone
is welcome. I partecipated in 2007 and I was deeeply im-
pressed by the great devotion and the magnificent organi-
zation. Let us keep the Vietnamese pilgrims in our prayer
this week.
