1 Kgs 17:10-16; Heb 9:24-28; Mark 12:38-44

“God loves a cheerful giver”

Jesus blames the Pharisees of using their grandiose piety
in order to gain a reputation for holiness and then use
their position to take advantage of the poor widows, the
most defenseless members of the Jewish society.

The Pharisees liked to do all their acts of devotion in pub-
lic and they drop large coins in the collection boxes in the
temple that make a lot of noise. By way of contrast Jesus
points out a poor widow who drops in the box two small
coins worth a few pennies. Jesus comments that even
though she contributed little in quantity she gave all the
money she had, while the Pharisee gave only a small por-
tion of their possessions. The widow’s contribution was
an expression of love and trust in God.

The message for us: giving is an act of faith and an ex-
pression of appreciation for God’s blessings. Does our
giving (monetary and other) represents my appreciation,
trust and love of God?

Feast November 13 - SAINT FRANCES XAVIER
CABRINI (1850 - 1917)

One of thirteen children raised on a
farm, Frances received a convent educa-
tion, and taught girls in an Orphanage in
Italy. She became a religious in 1877
and founded the Missionary Sisters of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus to care for
poor children in schools and hospitals.
Since her childhood, she wanted to be a missionary in
China, but at the urging of the pope and bishop Scalabrini,
she and six Sisters arrived in New York in 1889. They
worked among immigrants, especially Italians. Mother
Cabrini founded 67 institutions, including schools, hospi-
tals, and orphanages in the United States, Europe and
South America. Mother became a United States citizen
during her lifetime, and after her death she was the first
US citizen to be declared a saint.
