Marian Days in Carthage, MO 

The Marian Days is the main festival and pilgrimage for Vietnamese 

American Catholics celebrated since 1978 in Carthage, Missouri. It is the 

Vietnamese Exodus from the Communism in Vietnam and their arrival in 

the Unites States. Vietnamese Americans from many parts of the United 

States, visitors from Vietnam, as well as non-Vietnamese attend the event. 

The celebration is held this year August 5-8 in honor of the Virgin Mary 

and is highlighted by a large, outdoor Mass each day. The solemn closing 

mass on Saturday night is presided by one or more bishops, and hundreds 

of priests and religious. At the end of the Procession hundreds blue and 

white balloons are released. During the celebration pilgrims turn the sur-

rounding area into a large campground, as many nearby residents allow 

pilgrims to erect tents on their lawns. Although the celebrations are cen-

tered around liturgy, they also feature a number of other events. Dioceses with large Vietnamese populations set up huge  

tents to sell traditional Vietnamese food. Other organizations also provide food to pilgrims. Each night, singers entertain the 

large crowds with both folk and popular Vietnamese music.  The participants are between 60.000 to 70.000. Everyone is 

welcome. I participated in 2007 and I was deeply impressed by the great devotion and the magnificent organization. Let us 

keep the Vietnamese pilgrims in our prayer this week.

ITALIAN AMERICAN TRIBUNE  

The Kansas City Chapter of Unico has made a special presentation of the Italian American 

community of Kansas City collecting photos and articles from the Italian American Tribune 

Newspaper 1945-1955. The book is 11òx18 with a very attractive cover. I went through the 

book this week and founded it very informative and interesting. I bought a copy for Holy Ro-

sary parish and one for the Archives of the Diocese of Kansas City-St Joseph. I found an article 

about the óRe-dedication of Holy Rosary Church in 1949 that I share with you. 

ñThe Holy Rosary Church will hold a re-dedication ceremony on January 30, 1949. It marks the 

restoration of a completely remodeled church, which is credited to Father Louis Donanzan, the 

pastor. The church was finished only recently after more than 5 years under construction. The 

cost of remodeling was obtained by the Church Festivals which Fr. Donanzan originated. Last 

year the artistic decoration in the church which were viewed by thousands of Kansas Citians as 

one of the most beautiful painting to be found anywhere  was completely destroyed by fire. At 

this corner stone dedication some of the important guests were Very Reverend Joseph Bolzan, 

cs, of Chicago the provincial superior of the Pious Society of St. Charles (Scalabrinian) and our 2 beloved pastors, Fr. Fran-

chinotti, cs and Fr. Louis Donanzan, cs.ò 

Fr. Joeôs comment: I know the remodeling included a new façade of the church, the choir loft, the bell tower, (notice the 

newer bricks)  new marble sanctuary, 3 marble altars, marble inside the church walls, new baptistery, new stained glass 

windows, terrazzo floor and new oak pews. Fr. Louis also built the Don Bosco Youth Center, enlarged the school, remod-

eled the rectory and started the Holy Rosary Credit Union and more.  Holy Rosary is a beautiful church and was not built at 

once.  Credit is due to Fr. Donanzan and other pastors, the generosity of parishioners and friends. 

A few copies of the book are still available for purchase at $40 each from members of Unico or from the Church. You 

can view a couple of samples in the church entrance today.
