On Wednesday, August 11, 2010, the Columbus Park Com-
munity and Kansas City celebrates the 20th anniversary of
the Don Bosco Senior Center. 1did
some research about the origin and
development of the Senior Center. 1
was happy to learn that the founder
and the spirit of the center was
Rosalie Strada. Following are some
details I gathered about her life and
involvement in the Columbus Park
community.

Rosalie Strada loved the Columbus
Park neighborhood. She devoted her
life to keeping the neighborhood
safe and in a good, living condi-
tion. She was directly responsible
for the renaming of the neighbor-
hood to Columbus Park because

she had grown tired of the horrible
stigma the former name

"Northend" gave to its residents. Her
life's calling was not only to be a
community activist for Columbus
Park but to take care of its aging female population. In the
later 60's with the help of the director of the Don

Bosco Community Center, Alex Nigro, she began organiz-
ing women to come and socialize each day at the Don
Bosco Youth Center at 526 Campbell. Before long, the
group had grown and they eventually moved to the vacated
Holy Rosary School.

Ladies would come each day and do various things such as
arts and crafts and other socializing that made them happier
=2 anid healthier. Because of her com-
Bl munity involvement, Rosalie was
il able to get the meals on wheels pro-
gram for the center as well as feed-
ing free lunches to the group. She
took the ladies all over the country
Wl and had the opportunities to visit
places that these ladies never would
have been able to see. As the group
grew to become a model for senior
care in the Kansas City area, it be-
+ came apparent that there was going
"to be a need to have a better, more
accessible facility that would be
user friendly to the elderly ladies.
¢+ That's when the idea came to de-
velop the site where the current sen-
= ior center is today. Since Rosalie
* was a respected member of the Don
= Bosco Board of Directors, it was
easy to convince high profile mem-
bers such as the J.E. Dunn Family and Mike Berbiglia to
support the senior's cause, which was to build the new facil-
ity. Through her efforts along with others, we now are cele-
brating the 20th year anniversary of the new center. Rosalie
was involved in other projects in the community; she was
responsible for helping the Vietnamese community to settle
in Columbus Park.
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
