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The Assumption of Mary  
Rev. 12:1-10; 1 Cor.15:20-27: Luke 1:39-56 

“The Immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary, having 

completed the course of her  

earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heavenly glory”. 

With these words Pope Pius XII 

On November 1, 1950 defined the dogma of the Assumption of 

Mary into heaven. The word of the dogma "having completed the 

course of her earthly life" leaves open the question of whether the 

Virgin Mary died before her assumption or whether she was as-

sumed before death; both possibilities are allowed. Mary's as-

sumption is said to have been a divine gift to her as the 'Mother of 

God'. The Assumption of Mary is important to Catholic and Or-

thodox Christians and it is seen by them as the symbol of the 

promise made by Jesus to all believers  that they too will be re-

ceived into paradise. 

 

Assumption and Dormition of Mary. 

The Eastern Orthodox and Eastern Catholics celebrate the “Dormition of the Theotokos” (the falling asleep of the 

Mother of God) on the same date. Eastern Orthodox Christians believe that Mary died a natural death, that her soul 

was received by Christ upon death, and that her body was resurrected on the third day after her death and that she 

was taken up into heaven bodily in anticipation of the general resurrection. We all believe to share one day in that 

same glory of the Resurrection of the Body which she enjoys even now. In the Orthodox tradition, the Dormition is 

less dogmatically than liturgically and mystically defined. Such differences spring from a larger pattern in the two 

traditions, while Catholic teachings are often dogmatically and authoritatively defined – in part because of the more 

centralized structure of the Catholic Church– in Eastern Orthodoxy, many doctrines are less authoritative.
