Isa. 66:10-14; Gal 6: 14-18; Luke 10:1-12  

On a Mission  
“The harvest is abundant but the laborers are 
few…” Jesus appoints seventy two disciples and 
sends them ahead of him to do what he does: 
proclaim the kingdom of God and heal the sick. 
Jesus shows himself to be an effective leader 
and he suggests a simple lifestyle. He invites 
them to share his intimate relationship with his 
Father and to help him to make God’s kingdom 
present and visible through his teaching and 
healing.  
The prophet Isaiah describes God as a loving 
mother, nursing and fondling her baby, “as a 
mother comforts her child, so will I comfort you”. 
This is also Jesus’ message to us, “As the Father 
loves me, so I love you”.  
Jesus’ wise and effective leadership continues 
through us his new disciples.
