Deut 30:10-14; Col 1:15-20; Luke 10:25-37 
“Who is my neighbor? 
A bible teacher asks Jesus, “Which is the greatest command-
ment? “Love God and love your neighbor” Jesus answers. “And 
who is my neighbor?” the teacher asks.  Jesus answers with a 
story: a man was robbed, badly wounded and left on the road 
from Jerusalem to Jericho. A priest and a Levite pass by and ig-
nore the man. A Samaritan traveler passes by, he sees the 
wounded man, stops, helps him up, binds up his wounds and 
takes him to the nearest hotel and pay all the bills. Jesus asks 
the teacher. “Of the three men who passed by, who do you think was neighbor to the wounded man?”  
“The one who took care of him” said the teacher. And Jesus to him, “You are right! You go and do the 
same”. (Samaritans were not Jews friendly, but they despised them.) “Good Samaritan” has become a 
classic term to describe a person who helps someone in need. If you were ever in dire need and some-
one helped you, you understand who a Good Samaritan is, and also how you can be a “Good Samari-
tan” and how much is your help appreciated when you help a needy person. “Go and do the same”. 

Road from Jerusalem to Jericho.  

Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel. 
The feast is celebrated Friday, July 16. 
 The Stella Maris “Star of the Sea” basilica is located at the top of Mount Car-
mel, overlooking the Mediterranean outside Haifa in Israel. The basilica was built in 
1836 above the grotto where the prophet Elijah lived. It is owned by the Carmelites 
monks who derive their name from Mount Carmel where the Order was founded in 
the early 1200. Their goal was to emulate the prophet Elijah, and live as hermits on 
this mountain.  
 This is the best known monastery of 
the Carmelite Friars. The cave situated be-
low the altar is “Elijah’s Cave,” where the 
prophet is believed to have lived. 
Many pilgrims come here, Jews, Muslims 

and Christians “to pay a visit” to Elijah the prophet in his 
“grotto”. You will enjoy reading the famous story of Elijah, who 
was the only prophet left, and the challenge made to the 450 
prophets of the god Baal on Mount Carmel. Bible: 1
