God 

actively seeks out the lost and he wants to bring them back and 

celebrate their return. The primary audience of Jesus was the 

Pharisees and scribes who complain that Jesus spent too much 

time and energy on 

ñbadò people.  In re-

sponse to such com-

plaints Jesus tells 

three parables about 

the ñlost sheepò, the 

lost coin and the lost 

son. Imagine a shep-

herd who has 100 

sheep and one of 

them is missing. 

What will he do?  He 

will search for the lost sheep until he finds it. When he finds it, 

he is happy and invites his friends to celebrate. It is the same 

with God: ñthere is more joy in heaven over a sinner who re-

pentséò The surprising feature of this parable is the active role 

played by God and Jesus in seeking out the lost. If any of us 

ever feel lost, we need to remember that God is more concerned 

about finding us than we are of finding him.
