There seems to be some tension between rich and poor in 
Lukeôs own community and he takes time to address the 
problem. Traditionally it is called the parable of the dishon-
est steward who is accused of squandering his employerôs 
resources and in order to save his position he devises an 
ingenious plan. The point of the parable is that many people 
display enormous intelligence and energy in financial mat-
ters in comparison with the little attention that they pay to 
their spiritual life.  Jesus urges us to use our money wisely 
because there is some consistency between material pos-
sessions and spiritual life. Those who are conscientious and 
trustworthy in material matters are very likely to be consci-
entious and trustworthy in spiritual matters. Jesus says ñYou 

cannot serve God and moneyò. If money is your god and you spend 100% of your time and energy for 
money, you have no time left for the real God. Jesus invites us to apply some of the intelligence and 
energy to our spiritual life that we devote to money and possessions. Money cannot be a substitute for 
God. The connection between money and Christian spirituality is real.
