26th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Amos 6:1-7; 1 Tim 6:11-16; Luke 16:19-31

Today’s message reminds us to share our goods with the poor. Jesus’
parable begins with a contrast of two characters, Dives, a very wealthy
man who dresses and eats well and lives in a splendid mansion, and
Lazarus a very poor man, a beggar, who camps out at the door of the
rich man’s house. The rich man seems unaware of Lazarus’ existence.
Both men die, Lazarus enjoys perfect happiness in heaven, while Dives
is suffering in hell. Dives begs Abraham for a drop of water to no avail,
he then pleads with him to warn his brothers in order to avoid a similar
fate. Now we understand Jesus’ words, “Blessed are you who are poor,
for the kingdom of God is yours... But woe to you, who are rich, for you
have received your consolation”.

Jesus story well applies to us, American Christians. We live in a very
rich country and we are richly blessed in comparison to people of other
countries. Yet even in our cities and towns, there are millions of desper-
ately poor persons like Lazarus. There are many people today who suffer
for abusing their riches and there are millions of others who suffer be-
cause of the lack of basic needs. Are we aware of them? Do we pray for
them and are we happy to help their condition whenever we are asked or
have a chance? God’s blessings are given to us not to use and abuse for ourselves but to share with the needy.
This is surely a great challenge for American Christians today.
