- Today we celebrate the
presence of Jesus
among us in the bread
and wine, the Word of
God and the commu-
nity of believers.

More than a sacrifice
Sacrifice is anything offered to God.
Late Judaism had already developed
the principle that the sacrifice most
pleasing to God was the obedience
. and fidelity of a person to God, even
< to the point of martyrdom. In the
| summer of 2005 pope Benedict XVI
spent his first vacation near Aosta,
my home town, and during his staying he scheduled a
private audience with the clergy of the diocese and I
had the fortune to participate. After the pope answered
the questions that were submitted in writing he asked a
couple of questions from the floor. The second ques-
tion was, “Your Holiness, we always refer to the
Eucharist as the ‘sacrifice’ of Jesus’. Can we say that
the Eucharist is more than a sacrifice? The pope an-
swered, “Yes, the mass is more than a sacrifice”. Then
the conversation continued on the Last Supper in the
context of the Jewish Passover. For me that was a dar-
ing question and the answer of the pope a happy sur-
prise.
The Eucharist is the celebration of Jesus Pass-over, his
liberation from death into new “risen” life. The hero in
the celebration is Jesus, who by his obedience and trust
in God accepted to die and allow God to
prove his power over death. Jesus’ obedience and trust
was God’s primary and ultimate goal, not his death.
Jesus is an example and model of our Passover to eter-
nity and he showed us how far we can obey and trust
God’s power and love.
