Isaiah 2:1-5; Romans 13:11-14; Mat. 24: 37-44

“0O Come, Emmanuel”

The short season of Advent is a time of preparation for the celebration of Christmas. It
is a quiet time to pray and reflect on the story of our salvation. The marvelous part of
the story is that God chose humans beings, Zechariah, Elizabeth, Mary and Joseph, the
shepherds, magi and other people like us to fulfill his plan. The priest Zechariah has
been praying for the coming of the Messiah, his prayer was heard but he cannot believe
that God chose him to be part of His plan of salvation. Mary also is first puzzled by the
words of the angel, but then accepts God’s request to be the mother of Jesus. Every
Christian has a place in the fulfillment of God’s plan of salvation, and this holy season is a good time to recognize
God’s call and to commit ourselves to proclaim and to point out Jesus as the Savior of all peoples. Let us pray for
each other that God may free us from the Zachariah’s complex.

The story of Zechariah and Elizabeth

In the days of King Herod there was a priest named Zechariah, and his wife Elizabeth. Both
of them were righteous before God, but they had no children, because Elizabeth was barren,
and both were old. One day Zechariah was assigned to serve in the temple to offer the in-
cense in the Holy of Holies, and the whole assembly of people was praying outside. An an-
gel of the Lord appeared to him by the altar and when he saw him Zechariah was terrified.
The angel said to him, "Do not be afraid, Zechariah, for your prayer has been heard. Your
wife Elizabeth will bear you a son, and you will name him John. You and many others will
rejoice at his birth, for he will be great in the sight of the Lord. He will be filled with the ,
Holy Spirit even before his birth. He will turn many of the people of Israel to the Lord their &=
God. With the spirit and power of Elijah he will turn the hearts of the disobedient to the
wisdom of the righteous, to prepare the people for the Messiah. "Zechariah said to the an-
gel, "How will I know that this is true? For I am an old man, and so is my wife." The angel
replied, "I am Gabriel! I stand in the presence of God, and I have been sent to speak to you
and to bring you this good news. But now, because you do not believe my words, you will :
become mute, unable to speak, until the day this happens”. In the meantime people were House of Zechariah &
waiting for Zechariah, and wondered at his delay in the sanctuary. When he did come out, Elizabeth

he could not speak to them, and they realized that he had seen a vision in the sanctuary. He

kept motioning to them and remained unable to speak. When his time of service was ended, he went to his home. His wife
Elizabeth conceived, and for five months she remained in seclusion. She said, "This is what the Lord has done for me when
he looked favorably on me and took away the disgrace I have endured among my people." (Luke 1:5-26: Abbreviated)
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Scalabrini Anniversary

Bishop Scalabrini was a prophet and a saint. While
he visited the 360 parishes of his large diocese he
discovered that over 28 thousands of his people
had migrated to the United States and Brazil.
Many of them were writing to him asking to send
them an Italian priest because they “were living
and dying like animals”. Scalabrini was deeply
touched by their request and was able to gather
priests from different dioceses who volunteered
for 5 years as missionaries for the Italian migrants.
In the meantime he organized his own seminary and on November 28, 1887 the
Vatican approved the new Religious Community, Missionaries of St. Charles for
the Italian Migrants. Tomorrow, November 28, we celebrate the 125th anniversary
of our founding and we invite you to thank God for Blessed Scalabrini and for his
missionaries who are presently serving migrants and refugees in 32 different coun-
tries. Holy Rosary in Kansas City was one of the first parishes to receive an Italian
priest in 1890.

We wonder how we can
recognize him. Jesus reminds us to watch for his
presence in each person we meet, particularly those
who are most needy. The beginning of a new liturgical
year is a time to celebrate the birth and growth of Je-
sus in our life and to express our joy and our peace by
sharing gifts and greetings with family and friends.
