Jesus’ 

story of the Good Samaritan gives a perfect example 

who is our neighbor and how we can love our 

neighbor.

Stewardship:  Tax-Free IRA Gifts 
Allowed through 

December 31, 2011 
 

Did you know that federal law 
allows tax-free charitable dis-
tributions from your IRA? 
Charitable taxpayers who are 
70 and one-half or older can 
direct “qualified charitable dis-
tributions” from their fund ad-

ministrator directly to the charities of their choice, 
including one’s parish, school or favorite ministry. 
Such a distribution satisfies one’s required minimum 
distribution (RMD), which must be paid out from an 
IRA for persons over 70 and one-half. Anyone with 
an IRA who is in the RMD age range should explore 
this possibility. Call the church secretary for a form 
letter to send to your IRA Administrator. Contact 
your legal or financial adviser for more information.
